On the basis of a wide range of documentary materials from archives in St. Peters-
burg, Chisinau and Odessa, the monograph studies the history of the Bessarabian nobility and
their participation in the development of the region in the 19th and early 20th centuries. The
monograph pays special attention to the role of those people in the organization of the adminis-
trative management, social and cultural life of Bessarabia. The monograph points at efforts of the
nobility to form a provincial judiciary, a county government and police institutions. A significant
part of the work is devoted to the inner life of noble society, and to the complex process of form-
ing noble self-government authority in Bessarabia. The author delved into the working processes
of regular and extraordinary meetings of the nobility of the region, as well as into the struggle of
various factions of the upper class for superiority both in the nobility and in various spheres of
life in Bessarabia. The study points at numerous scandals during noble meetings throughout the
entire existence of that class. The book contains extensive information about individual noble
families, and a separate section offers brief biographical references of several hundred represen-
tatives of the Bessarabian nobility.
